1 Background 
 
1.1 In February and March 2003, people crossing a cordon around Oldham Key 

Centre by bus, train and private vehicle were surveyed to identify their travel 
patterns. The survey was one of nine Key Centre cordon surveys undertaken 
as part of the Greater Manchester Area Transportation Surveys (GMATS), 
which included household interview surveys and interviews with drivers of 
private vehicles on screenlines throughout Greater Manchester. 

 
1.2 Figure 1 shows the Oldham Key Centre boundary together with the roadside 

interview sites that form the cordon used to monitor long-term trends in travel 
volumes and modal split for the purposes of the Local Transport Plan. It can 
be seen that the interview survey cordon is located outside Oldham’s Inner 
Ring Road and not on the monitoring Key Centre boundary. The reason for 
this was to maximise the usefulness of the data, particularly for developing a 
traffic model for the centre.  

 
1.3 The surveys were undertaken on weekdays during the Spring school-term 

between 07:00 and 19:00. Car and commercial vehicle surveys were 
undertaken by handing out questionnaires to drivers as they travelled 
outbound across the survey cordon. The method of sampling is described in 
the survey brief ‘Greater Manchester Area Transportation Surveys, Brief for 
Roadside Surveys with Drivers of Private Vehicles and Cyclists’.

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2.3 The main reasons that people were in the centre were for shopping (36%) and 

work (33%). 10% of those travelling by car had dropped off or picked up a 
passenger. 

 
2.4 Trips by bus from the key centre were dominated by those who had been at 

shopping (54%). 3% of bus trips and 3% of car trips were made by those who 
were going to or had been at a place of education. 91% of rail trips were 
made by those leaving work.

2.5 The average distance travelled by those leaving the Key Centre is 5.7 Km. On 

average, car trips are 6.0 Km, bus 3.9 Km and rail 32.4 Km. 
 
2.6 For most activities in the centre, car trips are longer than bus trips, except, ‘at 

hotel/B&B’ ’at place of education’ and ‘shopping’. ‘Personal visits’ and 
‘shopping’ had similar trips lengths. 

 
2.7 Figure 3 shows the destination of car and bus trips originating in Oldham key 

centre between 07:00 and 19:00. The number represents those trips finishing 
within individual SRHM (Sub-Regional Highways Model) Zones and is plotted 
to the centroid of the zone. Figure 4 is similar, but only shows trips from work 
to home.
